Highlights

 Water use associated with Hebei Province, China is analyzed in this work.

 It is the first effort to provide scientific water-saving implications for Hebei 

province.

 Three sources and three destinations are analyzed by three-scale input-output 

method.

 Differences of water use between regional economy and urban economy are 

compared.

 The study lays a solid foundation for reasonable water management under 

regional integration.
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
